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Notes from the Manse 
 Since I was a child, I have been fascinated by the optical puzzle that psychologists call “figure-
ground.” Many of you, I am sure, are familiar with it. MC Escher, the artist, produced some of its more elabo-
rate examples, such as a castle-like building that has figures ascending and descending staircases, that depend-
ing on how you look at them, seem to be going up and down at the same time. The most common example of 
figure-ground is a simple square, with black filling its right and left edges and white in the middle: if you con-
centrate on the white, it seems you are looking at a vase, but if you shift your focus to the black, two faces ap-
pear to emerge. 
 
 At the center of our faith is a kind of figure-ground that involves Good Friday and Easter. Some Chris-
tians over the centuries have kept their focus on Good Friday, the doleful image of our Lord hanging on a 
cross, abandoned by his friends, a failure according to every measure of the world. For here is the choice that 
began the redemption of the world with all its attendant cost clear. Other Christians, however, fix their atten-
tion on Easter, that surprising dawn when all pain, all loss, all defeat are defeated forever. Now, at last, the 
promise is fulfilled, the healing of the world begun. Though one can see why some might focus on one or the 
other, the cross and the empty tomb are as inextricably bound to each other as the two faces and the vase. If 
you were to take one away, the other would lose its definition, if not vanish entirely. 
 
 During the long season of Lent, our attention is most often focused on the cross. And this is as it 
should be, for just as Jesus went through his time of trial in the wilderness, just as he moved without evasion 
to his encounter on Calvary, so are we to take time in our distracted lives to reflect on where we are on our 
own journey, what we might be willing to endure for our Lord. We examine Christ’s acceptance of sacrifice 
and suffering and see in it reflections of our own shadowed times, and in such discipline glimpse the light of 
truth that so often is found most clearly against a dark background. Yet, we should also always be aware that 
if our focus shifts but slightly we will see the lilies of Easter and that dazzling light that shines forth from the 
chill blackness behind the stone that is rolled away. There we glimpse a hope that sustains; there we find a joy 
that flows like an inexhaustible subterranean spring. 
 
 So, as we enter the holiest week of the year, let us hold onto both the figure and the ground of our 
faith. Let us look in humble gratitude towards the cross and the Lord who took it upon himself for us, his sis-
ters and brothers. And then let us shift our gaze ahead toward the dawn when the very order of the world be-
gan to change and it became possible to believe, with Julian of Norwich, that “all shall be well, and all shall 
be well, and all manner of thing shall be well.” It can be too easy in our busy, harried lives to let Easter and 
Good Friday soon slip from our sight. May we all, in the weeks and months to come, keep them both before 
us, reminding us not only of what our Lord has done for us, but also what he calls us to do every day of our 
lives.
