Romans 13:11,12 

Salvation is nearer to us than when we first believed; the night is far gone, the day is near. 
 

Surely, these are words fitting for this season of Advent we now are entering together. Whatever night in 
which we may at times find ourselves, the promise of our faith is that our Lord is coming, God’s Kingdom of 
peace and justice for all is coming; yes, the dawn is breaking! Yet, we may be skeptical. After all, Paul was 
taking no great risk in these words—of course, salvation is nearer than when we first believed, but it sure still 
at times can feel far off. But I believe we do see the day breaking, even if in small, tentative ways. I believe 
we see it here at Leacock. Why, just in the weeks ahead we will be sharing meals and beautiful music, carol-
ing and youth Christmas bashes, and always worship as we look to the coming of Christ. And in the New 
Year, we will welcome new officers on the boards of the church who share with all of us their willingness to 
serve and new ways of seeing, new wells of energy.

The 
program also provides training 
to become more active and 
effective in their call for jus-
tice.

The card and bookmark will be dis-
played on the Missionary Bulletin 
Board. 
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This is the season of peace, love, 
joy, and giving. It is in that spirit 
that we will again be collecting our 
Christmas Joy Offering. 

This offering was actually started in 
the 1930s when the Presbyterian 
church began an offering to supple-
ment inadequate retirement income 
and provide supplemental medical 
insurance for former ministers, mis-
sionaries, church workers, and their 

families. 

In 1949, this offering was officially 
called the Joy Gift. Over the years, 
it has changed to the White Gift in 
1960 when it was used for general 
mission and world relief. 

In 1964, it was called the Christmas 
Offering and the receipts provided 
support for health and welfare con-
cerns related to children. This em-
phasis continued until 1973 when 
the offering was used to assist for-
mer servants of the church who 
were living on inadequate pensions. 

In 1974, racial ethnic education was 
added and in 1979, nursing home 
care assistance was included. 

In 1989, the offering was renamed 
the Christmas Joy Offering, and in 
1991, the 203rd General Assembly 
changed the distribution of funds to 
50% for the Board of Pensions and 
50% to the Presbyterian racial eth-
nic schools and colleges. 

So, as you can see, this special of-
fering has been a Presbyterian tradi-
tion for at least 70 years. It is one of 
the four special offerings designated 
by the General Assembly. It is our 
way to support specific causes to 
help those in need. 

Special Christmas Joy Offering en-
velopes will be in the pews for the 
entire month of December. Please 
add this special offering to your 
must do list for Christmas. 
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It's hard to believe it's the end of 
another year of community out-
reach. First of all, I want to thank 
Marie Brackbill for leading us 
through 2009. She's been a great 
source of ideas and energy, and I've 
got some big shoes to step into, as I 
become the Outreach Committee 
Chair in 2010. 

The Caring Tree will be up as of 
November 28, so please, take a look 
at its tags and choose something to 
give as a gift to those in our com-
munity who are less fortunate and 
might have to go without on Christ-
mas if not for your generosity.
