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Notes from the Manse 
 

 Though it has been some three and half months, at times it can seem like only yesterday that some of 
us were marked by ashes as we began our Lenten journey, a journey of reflection over promises made, prom-
ises broken, promise still to be fulfilled. Those 40 days passed, and then there was almost a dizzying succes-
sion of triumph and tragedy and triumph again, as we moved from a king come on a donkey to a king nailed 
on a cross to a king risen, indeed. Each year during those most holy days it can seem as if our spiritual vision 
is clarified, focused, as if our faith is awakened to a new, more intense brightness. And if some of that inten-
sity ebbs in the weeks that follow, it burns again brightly with the coming of Pentecost, as we are reminded 
that the Spirit has come to us, comes to us, calling us to the work of God, sustaining us in that work, comfort-
ing us in the trying times of life. What a season of faith! Truly, as 1 Peter says, we are born anew, not of per-
ishable but of imperishable seed…” 
 
 And then it can seem as if everything comes to a stop. Our days are marked by endings, of the school 
year, of regular Sunday School classes. Summer comes, and everything seems to slow down, and it might 
seem not a time for passionate intensity. In the church year, we enter months of what is called Ordinary Time. 
I used to think that was kind of a sad name, as if those weeks were nothing special, only ordinary, and that as 
soon as we could get past them, we’d be back to the really important days of faith. 
 
 But you know, Ordinary Time is pretty important in its own right. The color associated with it is 
green, and that is fitting, for it is as if we, those imperishable seeds, have been planted, and now it is time for 
us to grow. It is a season of germination, of taking all those thoughts and feelings that coursed through our 
being from Ash Wednesday to Trinity Sunday and nurturing them, exposing them to the light, allowing them 
to find what form of expression they will take in our lives. 
 
 And it is not as if the church shuts down. Far from it! Soon, a wonderful class for our younger folk 
will begin in which they will be introduced to the 23rd Psalm through song and games and a lamb named 
Woolie. There will be adult electives, some led by members of the congregation sharing how their vocations 
or avocations are informed by their faith. Vacation Bible School will be five nights of showing once again 
how faith can be fun and joyous. We will have more Hymn Sings and services at Old Leacock. And the soft-
ball team, which is off to a great start this year, will continue to do (loving) battle. 
 
 Soon enough, it will be fall, the regular church school year will begin, and it will seem as if we rush 
ahead to Thanksgiving, Advent, and Christmas. But let us enjoy this season of germination. Sure, in part, 
summer is a time to catch our breaths. However, may this Ordinary Time, these weeks of green, also be a time 
for our faith to grow, so that we can, with joy and gratitude, serve our Lord ever more fully, ever more 
strongly.
