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Notes from the Manse 
 

For everything there is a season, and a time for every matter under heaven. 
Ecclesiastes 3:1 

 
 Just the other day, the seasons changed, as we left spring and entered summer. It always seems strange to 
think that just after the longest day of the year, as the days are warming and the crops are growing, the days are 
becoming shorter and we are moving steadily towards fall, winter and the shortest day of the year. But this is the 
rhythm of God’s creation, a rhythm that allows for growing, dying, and living again. 
 
 Here at Leacock, we have of late experienced some of the seasons of human life. For three people, the 
journeys of their lives came to an end, and we had services honoring God and reflecting on the lives that had been 
lost. Harry Appel died out on the west coast, but many of his family members and friends remained in this area, and 
so a service was held so that they could pay their respects. Clifford Stirba died at home, and it was a true tribute to 
him to witness the respect and affection that his wonderfully varied family held for him—he lived a long and full life, 
one blessed by a marriage of 67 years to a gracious woman named Grace. And Nancy Marie Brackbill also died, her 
body weakened by multiple ailments. However, her strong and tenacious spirit never flagged, and even she fought all 
prognoses, all limitations, right until the end. She was a true inspiration to all who knew her and she will be sorely 
missed. 
 
 These three funerals summoned us to reflect on the fragility of life and how much those we love are blessings 
from our Lord. But just as there were times to mourn, so were there also times to laugh and celebrate at Leacock. We 
recently had another Family Fun Night, complete with bocce balls that glowed in the dark, a strangely physical form 
of touch football, and a staggering array of food (a common theme, I have learned, around here). We had another 
hymn sing, with visitors joining members in joyful song that left all with smiles on their faces and in their hearts. The 
Prayer Shawl Ministry continues to be a fun fellowship that provides well-appreciated gifts to those struggling with 
illness. Ron and Sue Esch provided a wonderful reception celebrating their 50th wedding anniversary that included 
punch and some wonderful cakes made especially for the occasion by Janet Huffman. Vacation Bible School has just 
kicked off, and much thanks should be given to the many who put in long hours to make it possible. I am sure it is 
just a coincidence that the head of our Christian Ed program is a scientist and the theme for VBS this year is “Power 
Lab!” Looking ahead, there are plans for a Leacock Lecture Series this fall that may range from talks from Holocaust 
survivors to talks on dealing with anxiety in uncertain times. More details will follow in the next few months. 
 
 A special moment occurred a few Sundays ago, as we welcomed seven new members to the church: Emily 
Birch, Katherine Boas, Betty Clark, Ron and Sue Esch, Blanca Musser, and Kate Shirk. They are a neat mix of ages 
and personalities, and they will add much to our lives together. And so it is also a time to plant, to look into the future 
with faith, hope, and love, knowing our Lord blesses this church.
