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Notes from the Manse 
 

 As I write this, there is a cold rain falling outside. Leaves cover the ground, while others are just 
now taking on the shimmering colors of the season. Soon, it will be Thanksgiving, and this made me think of 
some of the Psalms, so many of which almost rapturously sing out gratitude to the Lord. Psalm 107 considers 
the many ways that God blesses human beings, delivering them from times when they are lost in desert wastes 
or impenetrable darkness, when they suffer from illness or are lost at sea. And it is the Lord who brings to life 
dead lands so that crops may grow and people may be fed. We have been blessed in so many ways, both large 
and small; we are those of whom the psalmist writes in Psalm 144, Happy are the people to whom such bless-
ings fall; happy are the people whose God is the Lord. 
 
 This church is blessed, indeed. In times of both joy and sorrow, the members of the congregation 
come together, to laugh or cry in fellowship. And Leacock is particularly blessed by all who work so hard to 
bring to life the church’s activities and programs. This fall, already, we have had a thought provoking and var-
ied lecture series, with topics ranging from the literary richness of the Bible to Calvin on the occasion of the 
500th anniversary of his birth. There were two meals given to honor first, all who bring a ministry of music to 
the church, and second, both new members and those who have been members for 50 years or more. And 
there was considerable camaraderie on the CROP Walk, as young and old journeyed together to help others 
far less fortunate. The weeks to come will be increasingly filled, as we do the work of our Lord in this church. 
On November 15, we will have a Congregational Meeting, at which time we will examine the 2010 budget the 
Stewardship Committee and Session have developed. On Advent Family Night this year, the Marini Harps 
will perform after the meal, and from then on the weeks will race to Christmas, filled with song and bazaars 
and special services. 
 
 The Session is exploring some other ideas and initiatives. Some of our current pew Bibles are 
missing pages and otherwise falling apart, so we will be purchasing new ones, with a more accurate and au-
thoritative translation, the New Revised Standard Version. The Session is also considering the idea of moving 
to one service, so that the congregation can gather in a richer way. As of now, there are joys and concerns 
shared in one service that the other service might miss, and there just seems to be a special energy when we 
are fully in fellowship. Details have still to be worked out, such as when such a service might be, though it is 
agreed it should be in the middle between the current worship times. If you have any thoughts or feelings on 
the subject, seek out Dianne Yuninger or Skip Brackbill, of the Worship Committee, or any member of Ses-
sion. 
 
 In a few short weeks, we will have our Thanksgiving Eve service. Let us prepare for Thanksgiving 
by putting aside whatever regrets and dissatisfactions we may have. Instead, let us reflect on our many bless-
ings, mindful of all whose days are darker than ours. And then we will indeed be grateful to the Lord, the One 
who sheds light wherever darkness threatens this world.
