Surely, then, the Kingdof God,
that even now is breaking forth into the world,\aipear as something grand, something like a toger
multi-limbed tree. But for our Lord in Mark, it nough that a seed grow into what its nature irgenid be,
even if it is not what a cedar or oak seed miglkbbee; it's OK to be a shrub. As the Kingdom conitesjl|
be what it should be, what it needs to be, accgrtbrthe will of God and not humans.
